& Joins the Global Switch Off

The Dean of Worcester Cathedral has signed the Coun  ty Partnership
Climate Change Pledge and will be marking the event by joining iconic
world buildings and organisations in the WWF EARTH HOUR on
Saturday 27 ™ March 2010.

The Very Reverend Peter Atkinson said “ The Climate Change Pledge allows
us to demonstrate our commitment to tackling Climate Change through good
practice. It's also very much about good stewardship which is at the heart of
the Christian message.”

By agreeing to various measures the cathedral will be monitoring its energy
use, use of resources and recycling across all the different activities and
functions of cathedral life, and reporting back to the Worcestershire

To participate in the World Wildlife Fund Earth Hour by switching off the Flood
lights is an expression of that commitment, and Worcester will join other iconic
landmark buildings such as the London Eye, The Sydney Opera House and
the Eiffel Tower in this global gesture.

Many practical steps are already underway in this Mediaeval building to make
it more energy efficient. The Cathedral’s new lavatories have many energy
and water saving features. A waste and recycling regime is being rolled out
over all activities and departments including the Masons Yard. New lighting
schemes will employ best technologies for efficiency as well as enhancing the
building to visitors.
